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FROM THE PASTOR

Between now and November 1, 2009, our congregation’s leadership and staff
will be busy preparing for our Charge Conference. Our District Superintendent,
Rev. Quay Adams, will be here that night to preside over the meeting. Below | will
attempt to answer some common questions about the structure and organization of
Surfside United Methodist Church.

What is a Charge Conference? Surfside UMC is also known as the Surfside
Beach Charge. A Charge consists on one or more local congregations yoked together
for shared ministry. Our Charge consists of just our congregation. Once per year
(unless additional meetings are necessary) the District Superintendent sets the Charge
Conference to conduct business that must come before it. The following items are
submitted to the DS at this meeting: Reports of the Church Council, Pastors, Trus-
tees, Treasurer, and Parsonage and a copy of the 2010 budget. Also the report of the
Committee on Nominations and Leadership Development and the Recommended
Ministerial Support Forms are presented with a vote required at Charge Conference.
We also recommend candidates for ordained ministry and lay speakers. And we are
required to give an account of our church’s finances including Apportionments paid.

What are Apportionments? Apportionments are what local churches pay
toward the shared missions and ministries of The United Methodist Church. These
items are broken down into four areas: World Service and Conference Benevolences,
Ministerial Support, Administration, and Mission/Outreach.

OCTOBER USHERS How are Apportionments determined? A formula is used to compare each
congregation’s financial strength to calculate our church’s fair share of the total

Ed Coles How do we elect our officers? We have a Committee on Nominations and
Spff,ﬁes?fv’;f Leadership Development whose membership is elected at Charge Conference. This
committee, chaired by the pastor, prayerfully considers persons within the congrega-
tion to serve in leadership. We also solicit volunteers. If you would like to offer your-

Alan Vereen (C) committee will agree upon the suggested nominees for Charge Conference. | will
'j:‘;“’\feoe’}is contact each person to make sure of the willingness to serve if elected (Note: most of

our officers are elected for three-year terms and are only contacted prior to the initial
election). Additional nominations can be made at Charge Conference if anyone
wishes to do so.

How do we approve a budget? The Finance Committee receives budget re-
quests from all the ministry teams in our church. This group then formulates a pro-
posed budget which must include 100% of the Apportionments. The Finance Com-
mittee solicits input from church leaders and takes current giving trends and pledges

for the next year into consideration as the committee prepares the recommended
budget. This budget is then sent to the Church Council for a vote. The Church Coun-
cil may make modifications to the budget if the Council deems it in the best interest
of our congregation. Additionally, the salaries of the pastors must be voted on indi-
vidually at the Charge Conference.

FINANCIAL UPDATE
Our August finances stayed close to a breakeven. We
were fortunate to have 5 Sundays in the month which
boosted our revenue for the month to just over
$46,000. Expenditures were $47,000 adding about
$1,000 to our deficit for the year. Expenditures in
August included funds for Vacation Bible School.

Our budgeted revenue through the month of August
was short in the neighborhood of ($47,000) while our
actual deficit was ($27,000). We have managed to
stay at this level largely due to not having remitted
our apportionments. We are being very cautious with
our spending so as not to increase our deficit any
more than absolutely necessary.

We seek your prayers and guidance as we start to for-
mulate a budget for next year. Our Rock Solid Giv-
ing campaign will end shortly and that will be part of
the basis for budget considerations.

Thank you to the entire congregation at SUMC for
your continued support. We know that we are in eco-
nomic times that many have never experienced.
