 I hope you will join me in praying that God will lead us to the right person to add 
to our staff to lead our children’s ministries. And while you are praying, please pray that 
our congregation will discern the will of God for our future. Our Long Range Planning 
Committee has been working for months on a plan for our church over the next one, 
three, five, and ten years. At our March Church Council Meeting, Mr. Brad Dean, Chair-
man of the Planning Committee, will present the committee’s draft for input from the 
Church Council. The committee will then revise the document and present it to the con-
gregation for adoption. I have been excited by the ideas that many of you have brought to 
this process. I am eager to see what God will do through your 
commitment, hard work, and generosity.

FINANCIAL UPDATE 
Happy New Year to all. 
 
What a pleasure it is to report our year-end Stew-
ardship Report for 2009.  WE MADE IT – that is 
to say our total operational income was 
$625,347.92 (we had budgeted $626,447.00).  Total 
expenses were $624,071.15.  We were able to end 
the year with a revenue excess of $1,276.77. 
 
Many thanks to our entire congregation for their 
support of our church and mission projects, 
thanks to our preschool for their contributions, 
thanks to all of the support that comes from vari-
ous fund raising projects.  All of these combined 
helped fund the budget for 2009. 
 
Operating expenses were less than budgeted which 
provided our excess. 
 
On our website is a full copy of the 5 page Analysis 
of Revenues & Expenses for the entire year.  Cop-
ies are also available in the bookcase in the Nar-
thex. 
 
The 2010 budget approved by Church Council to-
tals $632,649.00 – an increase of $6,202.00 over 
last year’s budget.  This increase is primarily in 
the Staff Parish Relations area as we plan for a 
Children’s Ministries Director. 
 
On a personal note I wish to thank our SUMC 
family for their concerns and prayers for Barb 
and myself over the past couple of months.  A dif-
ficult time in our lives was made somewhat toler-
able because of the love and caring compassion 
shown to us.  Thanks again.

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PRESCHOOL NEWS 
Hello Everyone!   
What a blessing it is to love and take care of children! 
  
December was great!  The children sang for the Wednesday 
Morning Prayer group and enjoyed it as much as the wonderful 
people in the prayer group.    The next week we had a visitor 
(Santa), and sang Happy Birthday to Baby Jesus.  The four 
year old classes had a ‘Christmas Pageant’.  They sang along 
with the story of Christmas for their parents. It was a special 
time. 
  
In our preschool our biggest emphasis is to instill Christian 
values and social skills into the children’s lives.  Without these 
values it is hard to implement academic skills.  Values such as; 
hugs, sharing, manners, treating our friends with kindness, no 
biting, pinching, hitting, sitting nicely at circle and snack time, 
cleaning up, classroom routines and transition of activities. 
 
Academically, we work on shapes, colors, counting, small-
motor skills such as gluing, painting, cutting, coloring (without 
eating the crayons or pencils), sorting, object recognition, read-
ing, singing, dancing, large-motor skills, and hands on activi-
ties.  Circle time is a very important time.  Learning to sit still, 
listen attentively, communicate, share and interact with their 
teacher and peers are essential skills for a learning atmos-
phere.  This is the time for identifying the weather, day, date, 
month, letter of the week, letter sounds, color of the day, to tell 
stories, sing songs, finger plays, read books, and just sitting in 
a circle.  Once a week we have Chapel time, Music and Stretch
-n-grow (aerobics for children.). 
  
Now it is a New Year and time for growth.  With this in mind, 
we are starting a new program called ‘Tot Time’.  The program 
is for one and two year olds who are off the bottle.  On Mon-
day and Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. you may leave 
your precious children with us in the church nursery so you can 
have some time for yourself. The program will run along with 
the preschool which follows the Horry County School Sched-
ule.  You can choose Mondays only, Fridays only or both days 
on a monthly commitment.  The cost is a $20.00 registration 
fee and $60.00 a month for 1 day or $100.00 a month for both 
days.  Parents must supply diapers, wipes, juice, cups, snack 
and changes of clothes.  We will be offering this to the Church 
Community and Preschool Families at first and will grow from 
there.  Our caretakers will be CPR/First-aid trained and Safe-
Sanctuary approved.  Anyone interested in using this service, 
please stop by the preschool for an application.  We have a 
target start date of March.  We are looking for people to staff 
the nursery.  Think about this rewarding seven hours a week 
opportunity.  Stop by to get an application and visit.  Children 
can make you smile, laugh and love.
