Let me begin by wishing you a happy New Year. May 2010 be an especially blessed year 
for each of you! 
 
There are a number of opportunities for you to participate in life changing ministries in 
2010. The first of these is the Dayspring Revival with Wesley Putnam. Rev. Putnam is a 
widely acclaimed evangelist, singer, and composer. His ministry includes preaching, sto-
rytelling, and music woven together to create a fresh approach to renewal. In addition his 
ministry offers BibleQuest, a fast-paced program designed to make learning Bible facts 
and truth exciting for elementary children. 
 
BibleQuest will be held at 5:30 p.m. Sunday, January 24 through Wednesday January 27. 
The children who participate will have an enormous amount of fun while growing in their 
faith and learning more about God and the Bible. Our children are encouraged to go to 
Rev. Putnam’s website to begin learning about BibleQuest. 
 
The Dayspring Revival will begin at our Sunday morning services on January 24. Rev. 
Putnam will present the sermon in song. You don’t want to miss it. Each night, from Sun-
day through Wednesday at 6:30 p.m., Rev. Putnam will give one of his dramatic presenta-
tions attired in a distinctive costume as he recounts the lives of biblical characters as 
though they were living today. You will be captivated by these presentations. 
 
Wesley is a prolific songwriter whose compositions touch on virtually every aspect of 
Christian living, from temptation and suffering to forgiveness and praise. He has cut 
many albums, and songs from five of his albums have had airplay on Christian radio sta-
tions nationwide. Five songs from his “Heal Our Land” album have been published as 
choral anthems by Lorenz Music. 
 
Rev. Putnam is an ordained United Methodist pastor living in Bedford, Texas, with his 
wife Felicia who will join him here at Surfside.

Another opportunity is for you to be a part of our July for Jesus mission team to Congon-
hinhas and New Fatima, Parana, Brazil. We will be hosted by Bishop Joao Carlos Lopes 
and his wife, Pastor Audir Lopes.

There will be opportunities for construction, medical, dental, and evangelistic mission 
work. We’ll also visit Pastor Audir’s Pantanal Mission Project in Curitibia prior to July

Stephen 
Ministers make an initial two year commitment to training 
and service, and after their first 50 hours of training, they 
begin caring for a specific individual to whom they have 
been assigned.  Simultaneously, the Stephen Minister par-
ticipates twice monthly in a peer supervision group.
