LEARNING ABOUT
DEMENTIA

Worldwide it is estimated that 22 million peo-
ple have Alzheimer s Disease, with approxi-
mately 5 million in the United States. The
number of people with the disease doubles
every 5 years beyond age 65. It is estimated
that 16,000 new cases will occur in South
Carolina between 2005 and 2010.

Coming in September to the Lakes at Litch-
field, Jan Merling, MA, will bring her Demen-
tia Dialogues experience to our area. Demen-
tia Diadlogues is a 5 part learning experience
designed to educate individuals who care for
persons who exhibit signs and symptoms asso-
ciated with Alzheimer s Disease or related de-
mentias. Each session is approximately one
and one half hour in length.

This program is provided at NO COST to par-
ticipants through the Arnold School of Public
Health at the University of South Carolina and
the South Carolina Department of Health and
Human Services. Pastor Kim participated in
this workshop approximately 5 years ago and
highly recommends it! A certificate of com-
pletion will be presented for each of the 5 ses-
sions and a Dementia Specidist Certificate
will be given at the completion of all 5 ses-
sions.

Learning topics include: An Introduction to
Dementia;, Communication Skills; Environ-
ment, Safety and Helpful Hints; Addressing
Challenging Behaviors; and Cresative Problem
Solving. All sessions take place on Tuesdays
at 2:00 p.m. at the Lakes at Litchfield.
